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 Aid and Attendance Pension

What are the military service requirements for aid and attendance?
A veteran and spouse or the veteran's surviving spouse may be eligible if the veteran:

1. Was discharged from a branch of the United States Armed Forces under conditions that were not dishonorable AND 
Served at least one day (did not have to be combat duty) during the following wartime periods and had 90 days of continuous military service: 

· World War I: Apr 6, 1917 through Nov 11, 1918 

· World War II: Dec 7, 1941 through Dec 31, 1946 

· Korean War: June 27, 1950 through Jan 31, 1955 

· Vietnam War: Aug 5, 1964 through May 7, 1975

· Feb 28, 1961 for veterans who served "in country" before Aug 5, 1964 through May 7, 1975 

· Persian Gulf War: August 2, 1990 through a date to be set by Presidential Proclamation or Law. 

If the veteran entered active duty after September 7, 1980, generally he/she must have served at least 24 months of the full period for which called or ordered to active duty.
